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A Workshop in the Practical Art and Spiritual Discipline of Biblical Storytelling
DESCRIPTION
Before there was an ink-and-paper bible there were breath-and-sound stories. As we are beginning to discover that post-literate culture is secondarily oral, the ancient storytelling traditions of the early church and Israel provide “new” models for preaching, teaching and spiritual nurture. This workshop is for preachers, teachers and everyone else interested exploring the stories of scripture. It is designed to provide an experience of the power of biblical storytelling, to teach techniques for “internalizing” the stories of scripture and giving them lively expression, to help participants make connections between biblical stories and lifestories. It will explore doing exegesis “from the inside out” as participants work on learning and telling a story from one of the gospels.

DENNIS DEWEY is a self-described “minister of biblical story.” Ordained in the Presbyterian Church (USA), he has engaged in this itinerant ministry of performance, workshops and retreats since 1992. He has performed all over the United States and in eight foreign countries for hundreds of churches, academic institutions and festivals, including Princeton Theological Seminary’s Institute of Theology, Oxford University, The National Storytelling Festival, The Society of Biblical Literature, and the Joseph Campbell Festival. He received his theater training at Hartwick College and has done graduate study in education at the State University of New York. He holds an M.Div. from Princeton Theological Seminary.
